The Anne and Anthony Sapienza Scholarship Fund was established at NCCF in 2006 through a bequest from New
Canaan resident Anne Sapienza. In its fourth year of operation, the Sapienza Scholarship Fund generated
scholarship awards at a record high level. Mrs. Sapienza encouraged NCCF to support students of all ages who
need financial assistance to attend non-profit educational organizations. Scholarship eligibility is therefore not
limited to high school seniors applying to traditional four-year colleges. Selection criteria for this scholarship
program include demonstrated involvement in the New Canaan community, academic achievements, and
commitment to his or her preferred course of study, as well as financial need.

In 2010, thirty seven New Canaan residents were acknowledged for their academic achievements, and received
scholarship awards to attend a non-profit educational institution. Award amounts ranged from $1,000 to $7,500
